· Look-About-Lodge (park system) -  discussion including adult and youth programs - respecting the environment
· A member art teacher and representative for Krylon paints demonstrated a variety of ways paints could be used in decorating
· Musical programs, Children’s Handbell Choir
· History of Women’s Dress in the Years 1800-1900; Wedding Wear through the Years
· Teachers share local curricular programs
